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Japan and Singapore are two dynamic Asian countries that share a number of similarities, as well as show
some differences. Both are relatively small island countries that have quickly modernized and established high
standards of living. Both have few natural resources, but have achieved strong economies by developing their
human resources to a high level; mainly through education and hard work. They both have relatively stable
political systems. They share a strong influence of Buddhism and Asian cultural traditions, mixed with a
respect for Christianity and Western culture. They both have excellent educational systems. They both have
low rates of population growth. And finally, both countries are trying to internationalize their economies and
societies; partly for cultural reasons and partly for practical reasons, as both countries face a shortage of workers.

Although there are many similarities between the two countries, in recent years the two countries seem to
have been going in different directions in some respects. Singapore has: been opéning itself successfully to
internationalization, whereas Japan — despite its official claims of welcoming internationalization — has
tended to become more “inward-looking.” Fewer Japaneseswork abroad, and Japan accepts fewer foreign
workers. Singapore has made great efforts to welcome_ foreign workers into its economy, whereas Japan has
been slow to open its doors to foreign workers. " In 2008, six out of ten new jobs in Singapore went to foreigners.
At the same time, its economy gréw, such that most Singaporeans also could find work. In contrast, Japanese

companies have been reluctant to hire foreign workers, and the government has not done enough to encourage

foreign workers to come'to Japan. Many young Japanese are turning away from trying to work in other
countries — even if it is at a Japanese company. This is because many fear that Japanese companies will treat
them as “outsiders” and give them fewer chances if they return to Japan.

In the field of education too, Japanese have been less active than Singaporeans in internationalizing. In
recent years, the number of Japanese studying abroad at foreign universities has severely decreased. Many
fear that Japanese employers won’t welcome them for employment when they return, and in fact this has been
true in many cases. Also, Japanese universities have been slow in developing programs to attract foreign
students. In contrast, Singapore has made strong efforts to attract foreign students. In 2013 the number of

foreign students attending Singaporean universities was close to 30%, whereas in Japan the number of foreign

students was less than 5%.
Behind these trends lies another significant factor; Singapore has strongly developed its English education

programs and made great efforts to welcome the use of English in its schools and businesses. Most of its young
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people can speak English well, and its companies and universities can easily operate with foreigners who speak
English. In Japan, only a few companies and universities have made strong efforts to encourage the use of
English as a working language. English education is started later in Japanese schools, and it is given lower
priority than in Singapore. In general, Japanese are far behind the pace of Singaporeans with respect to the use

of English.
